ENTERTAINMENT INDUSTRIES
Below are a list of music and movies that glorify the 
principles, rituals, sacrifices and sadistic murders, 
which are the foundations of Halloween. 
1. Black Sabbath: Bill Ward, drummer for Black Sabbath 

admitted that their first 3 albums were channeled from 
the dark side.

2. Buffalo Bill: based on serial killer Ed Gein, who cut off 
his victim’s flesh and wore it as clothing/masks. Slayer 
wrote a song called “Dead Skin Mask” glorifying him.

3. Chucky: The series starts when a Satanist is mortally 
wounded and recites a satanic spell (which is common 
in Satanism/occult) to transfer his soul into a doll. 
The whole series is based on the satanic spirit trying 
to inhabit a child’s body because of its innocence and 
youth.

4. Freddy Krueger: based on the notorious serial killer 
Ted Bundy. Actor Robert Englund told Slaughterhouse 
magazine: “I just read an article on Ted Bundy, so a lot of 
my imagery is based on him.”

5. Hannibal Lecter: Based on numerous serial killers, 
namely Pietro Pacciani, Albert Fish, Stepan Chikatilo. 
Stepan’s brother, Andrei, also a serial killer, was the 

inspiration for the Slayer song “Psychopathy Red.”
6. Highway to Hell, by AC/DC (Anti-Christ/Devil Child): “...

Hey Satan, paid my dues, playing in a rocking band. Hey 
mama, look at me, I’m on my way to the promised land, 
Highway to Hell...”

7. It: It’s quite eerie to learn the similarities between 
Stephen King’s It and serial killer John Wayne Gayce. Both 
killed youth selectively, both wore clown make up, It lived 
underground and Gacy buried his victims underground, 
It was depicted by paintings in colonial times and Gayce 
painted clowns while on death row.

8. Marilyn Manson: “Music is the strongest form of magic.”
9. Michael Myers: He was based on the serial killer 

Jack the Ripper. The article Ripped straight from the 
Headlines: Jack the Ripper’s Public Relations states: 
“Even though ‘Slasher’ films originated with Hitchcock’s 
Psycho in 1960 – their maturation came when the movie 
Halloween applied the ideology of the Ripper to the 
villain Michael Myers…not only has this plot spawned 
numerous sequels and spin-offs, but it also reinforces 
the Ripper’s message…”

10. Thriller by Michael Jackson: Throughout the video we 
see the satanic references found in the abominations 
listed in Deuteronomy 18:9. Dancing with the dead, 
glorifying zombies, and not the least of which Michael 
turns at the end to reveal his serpent eyes.

MONEY, MONEY, DEATH
Movies and music geared towards Halloween are 
most of the time restricted for children under 14 
years of age or so, but they market serial killer 
costumes, video games, Harry Potter etc., to children.

THE HARRY POTTER PHENOMENON
Children are sold witchcraft, magic and sorcery 
through Harry Potter. If the common excuse is “At 
least they are reading” then there should be no 
problem if they read Playboy magazine or the Satanic 
Bible. After all, reading is reading, right? Harry Potter 
books went on sale after midnight, near the witching 
hour, 3 AM. 3 AM is the witching hour because it’s a 
mockery of Christ’s death on the cross at 3 PM. A lot 
of Harry Potter books were “accidentally” published 
backwards or upside down. This was an homage to 
the occult, as it’s known in the occult world as back-
masking, which means that specific songs played 
backwards reveal a satanic message.

For instance: When Barack Obama said, “Yes, we 
can”, backwards it was “Thank you, Satan!” The 
documentary They Sold their Souls for Rock ‘n’ Roll 
emphasizes back-masking. High level witches believe 
that there are 7 satanic princes (mockery of God’s 
number). The 7th of which has no name. Voldermort 
in the Harry Potter series is said to mean ‘The one 
who must not be named.’ Characters and places in 
the Harry Potter series such as Draco, Erised, Hermes, 
Azkaban, Circe, Slytherin are all names of demons. 
Harry Potter is a wizard who practices witchcraft.

1 Samuel 15:23 tells us what God thinks of 
witchcraft:

“For rebellion is as the sin of witchcraft.”

Curses can be placed by witches in books, 
specifically a random symbol on a page. Once the 
reader reads that word the curse or spirit is released 
and inhabits the reader. For example, the lightning 
bolt seared into Harry’s forehead is the exact image 
of the pendant worn by head Satanic priest of the 
Church of Satan, Anton LaVey. Jesus also said he saw 
Satan fall from heaven ‘as lightning.’

ORIGINS OF THE TRADITIONS OF HALLOWEEN
Jack-o-lantern: Based on a story of an evil man 
named Jack. One day Jack tricked the devil into going 
up into a tree and carved a cross on the bark so he 
couldn’t get down. Jack made the devil agree not to 
send him to hell when he died. When Jack did died, he 
didn’t go to Heaven or hell, so he was condemned to 
walk the streets at night as a damned soul. He held a 
turnip containing an ember from hell, which the devil 

gave him. When this tradition was brought to America 
the turnip was replaced with a pumpkin. The pumpkin 
represents a damned soul which is why they are carved 
with faces.
Wearing masks: This was done by the villagers to fool 
evil spirits that came through the spiritual door that 
the person bearing the mask was also a spirit, and 
would therefore, be left alone. Usually, these masks 

were made of the flesh of sacrificed slaves.
Costumes: During pagan sacrifices druids wore animal 
skins on their bodies and heads, watching as they 
burnt victims alive as a sacrifice to their god.
Bats, spiders, owls, etc: Use to instill or play on your 
fears. The owl in the occult represents enlightenment 
of Lucifer (satan).
‘Trick or treat?’: This was started by druids going up 

to villager homes and asking for a female sacrifice. If 
none was provided, then the druid would paint (using 
the blood of a dead slave) a hexagram on the door, 
letting the evil spirits know that this house should 
be attacked. Erroneously this was called a ‘trick’. If 
a woman was given to them the house would not be 
painted and the druids would move to the next home; 
a.k.a. a ‘treat.’ Think about it: Why would you not take
